BASIC RECIPE    
Recipe by Frédéric Hawecker - Meilleur Ouvrier de France 2011.

Melt at +/- 45°C
Cool to 28/29°C
Work at 31/32°C

 Invert sugar	 70 g	 6.90 % 
 Butter	 75 g	 7.39 %
 Sorbitol powder	 20 g	 1.97 %
